AMAP - Announcement This Year? 
The latest statement from the Government regarding AMAP changes is expected before the end of the 

year, but the Opticar view is that the most likely position will be one of no change or a deferral to 

2008. The fact that there is a whole new Treasury team looking at the issue of company cars following 

the reshuffle that accompanied Mr. Brownõs ascension to the hot seat means that deferral is the most 

likely outcome.  

It is probable that any changes that are eventually made to AMAP will be phased over time, perhaps  

5 years, giving businesses and drivers plenty of opportunity to plan future car selections.  

The common view is that any eventual changes will link AMAP to CO2 emissions, providing a posi-

tive financial incentive for greener cars (possibly sub-140g/km) and a disincentive for cars over   

165g/km.  Although a stated aim, it is unlikely that HMG will be also reflect the real costs of using a 

privately owned vehicle for business use, and the alignment of tax and NICs rules for mileage pay-

ments will probably remain elusive. 

Whatever happens, Optifleet is designed so that any regulation changes can be seamlessly absorbed, 

with users able to see with immediate effect the lowest cost company car method for their drivers, and 

reap the benefits of 100% optimised tax management.
